It is clear from the first graph that the two hundred years from 1800 to 2000 saw a continuous increase in American
population.

Besides, the
process of urbanization and industrialization has driven many kinds of wild life away from their shelter to other places where
they cannot survive due to the harsh environment.

Concerning the extinction of the wild life, some actions should be taken to tackle this problem. First of all, population
should be controlled within a reasonable range with effective measures. Moreover, efforts should be made to protect our

environment. In a word, it is not easy to find a solution to this frustrating problem.
