And as the mobilephone becomes more available and more affordable, there is
an increasing number of people buying their mobilephones.

In my view, this trend that the number of mobilephone subscription continues to grow in developing countries will
be constant for a while in the future. And this trend would also benefit most of the mobile users both in the developing
countries and developed countries.
